2. Send a list of damaged areas to each of the utility providers and seek their commitment to repair the damage

3. Work with Simon Cooper and other villagers in the March / April time frame to bring together a working party to finish repairing any damage not completed by the utility companies. 
4. An explanatory article to be placed in the village magazine inviting villagers to assist if they so wish (subject to covid rules)
